II. MISSION STATEMENT 
 

The Islamic House (IH) fosters an environment that is conducive to Islamic 

education, cultural enhancement, and religious services. We hope to utilize the Islamic 

House as a venue for dawa’h1 and to motivate the community by creating a sense of 

brotherhood and sisterhood.  It will be a place where foundations are made on which the 

basis of our ummah2 flourishes. We believe the Islamic House will become a place of 

unity, development, education and social support. Furthermore the vision of the Islamic 

House targets the youth of the Muslim community in Greater Seattle. For years, this 

segment of our community was neglected and the necessary upliftment of the society as a 

whole was not paid attention to. Through this project, we hope to have a permanent 

establishment where the improvement of our future becomes paramount. The house will 

serve as a place for mentorship, where older students will advise and tutor younger 

students, discuss misconceptions, and learn about vital subject matters for an individual. 

Furthermore, students at all levels will be able to participate in programs that focus on 

developing both their religious and academic consciousness. We hope that in partnership 

with the entire community, we can provide a resource for our youth that will benefit us 

all in the future.

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III. HISTORY 
 

The International Islamic House, better known as the Islamic House, was 

purchased in 1979 by students from the University of Washington (UW). At that time, 

some active students along with numerous others saw the demand and potential for such a 

house and seized the opportunity to buy it. The house was very unique in that it was 

larger than many masajids (5500 sq. ft.) which made it ideal for a community center 

which the Greater Seattle area greatly needed. The house itself was previously owned by 

a professor of Japanese architecture at the UW who designed and built the house with 

numerous and noticeable unique features. These features were ideal and they helped 

create a perfect setting for a community center. Immediately after purchase, the house 

became an integral part of the community and was continuously used for an array of 

activities throughout the 1980’s. 

In the early 1990s the decision to hire a contractor to remodel and expand the 

house—to allow for more efficient use of its space and accommodate more people and 

their activities—was made. Unfortunately, due to poor planning on the part of the 

contractor and inept handling of the job by community members, many mistakes were 

made which resulted in inaccurate calculations regarding the amount of work and cost 

related to remodeling. The contractor, after discovering that he greatly miscalculated the 

cost and effort of the project aborted his work shortly after he finished the demolition 

component of the project. Most of the interior walls were torn down, the plumbing and 

electricity were destroyed, and this rendered the house unusable. As time progressed, the 

immensity of the project discouraged the owners of the house from continuing 

reconstruction. The house deteriorated and many homeless people took shelter there 

while neighbors used the site as a dumping ground.  

In the late 1990’s some of the community members felt it was in the best interest 

of the house and community to sell the house due to the poor handling of reconstruction 

and its furthered deterioration. Although their concerns were valid, many community 

members saw the immense potential the house had and in 2000 the Muslim Students’ 

Association (MSA) and others decided to continue the reconstruction of the dilapidated 

and neglected house. The foundations of the house were shaky, the roof damaged, 

essentials like bathrooms, heating, running water, carpets and insulation were missing, 

and the building had no interior walls in place. The yard was overgrown with weeds, and 

the house was full of old construction scraps and the yard was scattered with garbage. 
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However, the haggard condition of the house did not discourage everyone, and a group of 

dedicated community members united in order to transform the long term vision of the 

house into a reality. 

IV. LOCATION  
 

The location of the Islamic House is unparalleled by any other for a variety of 

reasons. Its unique location is not only close to the university, but it is also in the heart of 

Seattle itself. For many of the Muslims students and workers in the area, the Islamic 

House provides them their only means to pray Salat ul-Juma’ah1; for them, this reason 

alone makes the Islamic House a blessing. Moreover, the Islamic House’s proximity to 

the university makes it an ideal place for dawa'h. Numerous non-Muslim students have 

contacted the Muslim Students’ Association inquiring about Islam and asking if they 

could observe Salat al-Juma’ah. Without the house, it would be much more difficult to 

give this essential dawa'h to the non-Muslims with the closest masjid several miles away. 

Moreover, because the house provides such an uplifting and positive atmosphere, the 

majority of the non-Muslim visitors abandon their previous stereotypes and judgments of 

Muslims. 

V. STRUCTURE 
 

The Islamic House is given in trust (waqf2) to the North American Islamic Trust 

(NAIT). The Islamic House is run and maintained by the Muslim Students’ Association 

(MSA) at the University of Washington. The MSA executive board is also responsible for 

all finance related duties. In addition, the MSA also works with the Board of Trustees 

which is comprised of both community members and students. The function of this board 

is to ensure the continual survival and up-keep of the house. The Islamic House also has a 

Board of Founders which consists of the original founding body of the Islamic House.  

For the construction and renovation of the Islamic House a community member 

with 20 years of experience in contracting was designated as our construction manager. 

He oversaw the remodeling, construction, and furnishing of the Islamic House. His years 

of experience as a civil engineer allowed him to make the best possible decisions. The 

construction manager is overseen by the Islamic House Director and the MSA president, 

both of whom are members of the Board of Trustees and the MSA Executive Board.

A waqf 
is owned by Allah(Mighty and Majestic) and is meant for the betterment of the community. 
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In 2004 the MSA at the University of Washington formed an Islamic House 

Committee from the general MSA body of members. This committee’s main task is to 

form a vision, and create and execute a yearly plan that will not only fulfill the vision of 

house, but also make it a more integral part of the community. One of the ways they did 

this was by creating innovative ideas for events that will appeal to all members of the 

community. This is to fulfill the goal to further establish the house as a community center 

for both the high schools and various colleges in the Greater Seattle area. In addition, 

because the increasing daily use of the house, the IH committee is responsible for the day 

to day operations of the house which includes cleaning, organizing, and maintaining. 

Every structural element of the Islamic House is meant to preserve the house so 

not only is it of benefit to generations to come, but it is also vital in uniting the 

community together as a center of mentoring, learning, and worshiping. 

VI. CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT 
 
In the year of 2000, a few students from the MSA at the University of Washington 

joined with some UW alumni to remodel and rebuild the Islamic House for the use and 

betterment of the Muslim Community. Up until 2003 these dedicated brothers and sisters 

put in time and energy tirelessly attempting to deal with contractors, builders, painters, 

roofers, and numerous others who were involved with the construction of the Islamic 

House. However, it soon became evident that this task needed a person with experience, 

and knowledge of contracting and architecture in order to bring the house together in an 

efficient manner. Therefore, we, the MSA UW, met with three engineers from the Seattle 

area whose initial task was to help us itemize and prioritize the construction of the house. 

We quickly realized that we would need to go further than just meeting with these 

engineers; we would have to assign one of them as a volunteer project manger to oversee 

the entire remodeling and construction of the house. Alhamdulillah1 this idea proved to be 

a success and the Islamic House has gone through two phases of construction with the 

third occurring this year, and the final phase starting in the summer of 2006. The 

project/construction manager received at least three bids for each project from the 

contractors, which were then analyzed on factors such as cost, quality of craftsmanship, 

and amount of work. After careful analysis and discussions with the MSA to ensure the 

functionality and vision of the house was not lost, a contractor was hired.

VII. THE PHASES OF CONSTRUCTION: AN IN-DEPTH LOOK 

Although we have extensively detailed the cost of each phase of construction in 

the spreadsheet, we feel it would be beneficial to outline the major cost related items in 

each phase of construction here. In each phase of construction we tried to target one 

portion or one project of the house which we knew we could complete with the funds 

available to us. This way any initiated project was fully completed or left at an optimal 

state. 

Phase I: 

The main part of phase one of construction entailed fixing the structure of the 

house. The main problem we faced was water leaking from the roof. Because the house is 

built primarily out of wood, the structural beams that were essential for the stability and 

safety of the house needed to be replaced. However, simply replacing the beams would 

not solve the problem because the roof was still leaking, and in due time this leaking 

would damage the new beams as well. Although replacing the roof would have been the 

best option, due to our financial constraints we were only able to patch up the 

problematic parts of the roof. The total cost for patching the roof and redoing the main 

structural beams totaled $20,000. Aside from the roof we did much work in the 

bathrooms which entailed prepping them for the next phase of construction in which we 

would re-do them. The total cost related to the bathrooms totaled $5,000. In addition to 

ensuring the structural stability of the house, much work was done to prepare the house 

for renovations in phase II of construction.    
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Phase II: 

In Phase II much was accomplished throughout the whole house. First the roof 

was replaced which cost $22,920.61. Replacing the roof was necessary because there 

were six or seven layers of patch on the roof making it very heavy. As a result, if any 

weight were added to the roof such as snow or rain, which is always a threat, it could 

have resulted in the roof collapsing. Furthermore, because the layers caused numerous 

cracks in the roof, it would result in water leakage and render our work accomplished in 

phase I useless. The roof at this time was also un-insulated, making it nearly ineffectual 

to heat the larger prayer hall underneath. 

Another structural part of the house that needed to be redone was the interior 

ceiling. The ceiling was made out of wood, and like the roof, had considerable damage 

done to it as a result of the leaking. As a result, the ceiling was redone in some places and 

repaired in others. The total cost for the ceiling came to $7,000 which included repair, 

sanding and painting.   

The walls were also included in this phase, and work such as sheet rocking, 

mudding and sanding were completed. Shortly after, the walls were primed and then 

painted with the color of our choice. The final layer of painting constituted the final step 

of phase II and the total cost came to $9,950.67. The heating in the house was non-

operable and also needed to be redone. The electrical work in the upper portion was also 

completed which cost approximately $12,125.00. This included electrical work in the 

main hall, all the rooms, bathrooms and kitchen. To complete the bathrooms that were 

started in phase one, sinks, toilets and basins were installed in both the brothers and 

sisters bathrooms. The floors were also tiled. The total for this portion was $8,612.32.  

One the very unique features of the house that gives it a comfortable and warm 

feeling are the large windows that envelope the entire east side of the house. These 

windows are very large and allow for a great deal of sunlight to enter the house as well as 

provide for a fantastic view of Lake Washington. However, many of these windows were 

damaged or broken over the years, and as a result, they needed to be replaced. Repairing 

the windows in the house cost approximately $3,509.66.  

While this work continued on the house many students and community member 

tirelessly cleaned the floors of the house prepping them for carpet. After the floors were 

cleaned and prepped, the upper portion of the house along with the stairs were carpeted 

for a cost of $5,887.00. Phase II of reconstruction was essential in establishing the 

functionality of the house. Although the house was still used for congregation and other 
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activities during phase I, upon completion of phase II attendance to congregational 

prayers increased tremendously and more activities began taking place in the Islamic 

House on a regular basis. 

Phase III: 

Alhumdulillah we have just completed phase III of construction which 

concentrated on renovating the lower portion of the house. Many of the same problems 

that arose while renovating the upper portion reappeared in the lower portion such as 

sheet rocking, mudding, painting, and plumbing. Moreover, a great deal of electrical 

work was also needed in the lower portion of the house which alone cost us around 

$13,000.  

We envision the lower portion of the house to be used as an area for the 

community to gather for different social events. For that reason, we wanted to create a 

warm environment where people felt comfortable. We decided to carpet the lower portion 

of the house which cost us a total of $10,425.27.  We also had to re-do many of the walls 

as well as other structural work which cost us $16,161.51. In total the lower portion of 

the house cost $48,082.42.  

Alhumdulillah the lower portion of the house is complete and we have a fully 

functioning kitchen, a lounge area with a variety of games that students can engage in, 

and a separate room that can be used for people who need residence when the visit the 

Seattle Area for a couple days.  

Phase IV: 

Our last phase of construction is Phase IV in which we will renovate the exterior 

portion of the house. Since the house is on a hill, there is continual erosion and 

deterioration in the area surrounding the hill, and as a result a retaining wall must be built 

to keep the house as stable as possible. The cost for the retaining wall is estimated at 

$20,000.00.  

After the retaining wall is built we will move onto landscaping and gardening for 

both the front and the back of the house. The Islamic House is neighbored by two other 

houses but the fence separating the houses has fallen over. We will, insh’Allah, repair the 

wall and make a railing that will lead up to the house giving us an alternate entrance. The 

total cost for this portion is estimated at $19,500.00. 

Another substantial project that must be undertaken is the actual appearance of the 

house from the outside. There are a multitude of trees and overgrown shrubs that are 

obstructing path ways and digging underneath the foundation. The outside of the house 
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must be painted as well, the total for the outside landscaping and paint totals an estimated 

$19,000.00. 

Insh’Allah we envision the Islamic House as a place that attracts the youth with a 

variety of activities and programs. For this purpose, we thought a basketball course at the 

front of the house would be a good addition. The cost for the basketball court is $5,000. 

In total, the final phase of construction will cost us approximately $78,000. 

Insha’allah, phase four of construction will be the last phase that will take place on the 

house and the vision that was seen many decades ago for the house will finally be 

fulfilled and the house will become a community center, safe haven and a place of 

worship and dissemination of knowledge.  

VIII. FUNDING SITUATION 

At our last fundraiser, we raised $29,000, alhamdulillah, but more than double 

than that is needed to completely renovate the house structurally. As a result, many 

construction projects that we have wanted to do have been impeded by our constrained 

financial situation. We are now compelled to hold another fundraiser to complete the last 

phase of construction however we are also taking some additional steps that will, 

insha’allah, aid in bringing money. Since we have no apportioned amount that can be 

allotted to furnishing the house without delaying the construction, we are making an 

itemized list of furnishings that we will need for the Islamic House and then asking 

members of the community to buy/donate them for the house.  

Alhamdulillah, so far we have a couple community members who are aiding in 

the furnishing of the house: one has furnished the sisters’ study area, another has 

furnished the library, another brother has purchased a refrigerator and stove for the 

kitchen, and yet another has donated all of the expenses related to heating.  

Another financial hardship that we are working to overcome is the steady rise of 

our monthly bills due to the increased use of the house. As a result, we have set up a 

monthly withdrawal system through our bank and insha’allah this will aid us in paying 

the bills. Overall, the money we have collected thus far is only allowing us to renovate 

the lower portion of the house as detailed in our financial report. However, a part of the 

house that is in dire need of renovation is the exterior of the house, as you can see from 

the pictures on page 15. For those who do not come into the Islamic house and just see 

its’ disheveled exterior, the impression they are receiving is not good. Moreover, many 

people have expressed their concern that this is negative dawa’h to the non-Muslim 

community. Although the students at the university along with community members 
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arrange days to clean the outside, much of the work that needs to be done can only be 

done through professional landscaping.  

Although the MSA and community members involved with the Islamic House are 

tirelessly working to seek different venues for financial assistance, many of these 

ventures do not help, and as a result we are left with the few options we are currently 

working with. The landscaping and the exterior renovation is a large project on its own, 

but with our current lack of funds that we are currently facing and our few avenues for 

seeking funds, it seems that this project will not be underway in the near future. 

IX. THE USE OF THE HOUSE 

 The Islamic House fosters an environment that is conducive to all types of people 

and interests. After we complete the renovation we hope to have two fully functioning 

study areas; one allotted to the sisters and one to the brothers, both equipped with internet 

and an array of resources. We also hope to have a recreational area in the bottom portion 

of the house that can be used to hold events and attract the youth of our community. 

Since the Islamic House is just minutes away from the University of Washington, 

numerous students use it for meetings, a place to gather with fellow Muslims brothers or 

sisters and to hold events. Moreover it has a variety of rooms that can be used for 

multiple purposes. Currently one of the rooms is being used by the Islamic Presentation 

and Invitation Center which provides a vast amount of dawa’h material to organizations 

across the Pacific Northwest. Another room will be used by the Muslim Students 

Association Northwest which is the umbrella MSA that functions as a role model and an 

aid to the local MSA’s throughout the region. Apart from that, there are still vacant 

rooms that we envision to be used by other related Islamic organizations. By having a 

variety of organizations based within the Islamic House it not only helps establish the 

house, but it also draws participation from a broad base of students. We also have a large 

conference room; once fully furnished we hope it will become a meeting place for 

various different organizations. 

Although the Islamic House has not been completely renovated, it is still an integral part 

of the community and is a host to many memorable events. We have weekly brother and 

sister halaqas1 led by our local Imam, Shaykh Fazal Hassan and his wife Uztaza2 

Bahiyya. Attendance to these halaqas is rising and they have proven to be very beneficial 

for all of those who attend. We also have salat ul-Juma’ah every week, daily salawat and

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taraweeh1 as well. In the last couple years the amount of attendees who come for 

congregation has mash'Allah2 more than tripled. We also have also had a variety of social 

events such as brothers’ nights, sisters’ nights, ping pong tournaments and ice cream 

socials. Some other consistent activities include monthly MSANW dinners, Imam Joban 

community gatherings and quarterly deen intensives. Each activity targets a different 

section of the community and as a result, the IH has already begun to unite the various 

sections of the community into one. We also have an online reservation system in which 

any organization or group can reserve the IH in advance. This allows the maximum 

amount of people to utilize the IH for their needs. 

 Through the Islamic House Committee we are constantly thinking of new and innovative 

ways to use the Islamic House and bring in new community members. We would like to 

create a place that will be used by people of all backgrounds and ages, and thus far, the 

diversity that we have maintained in the house is nothing short of amazing. The Islamic 

House is not only a community center, a place to pray and a dawa’h center, but it has 

become a place where everyone can gather and gain knowledge, and enjoy their time 

spent among their fellow brothers and sisters while bridging gaps of race and economic 

status.  

X. POTENTIAL OF THE HOUSE 
 

One of the major obstacles faced by the Ummah as a whole is the new youth and 

their loss of direction. Thus, for the youth growing up in the greater Seattle Area, the 

Islamic House is more than just a structural building to congregate and pray in; it is a 

place of refuge. Our younger generation faces many calamities while interacting within a 

primarily Non-Muslim environment. Many times they face problems or temptations, and 

if they do not have a place to seek help or mentors willing to guide them, often they will 

make the wrong decisions that aid in weakening their iman3. Our goal as the Islamic 

House is to utilize all avenues for dawa’h while providing an Islamic environment and 

education to the next generation. Islam is a spiritual path of living as well as a system of 

law. Without the spirit, the law itself is empty. One of the many problems our Ummah 

faces is that Islam itself is not embedded within our hearts; it is simply something we 

associate ourselves with. Our mission is to breathe new life into the spirit of Islamic

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learning so that the new generation as well as others will enjoy interacting with Muslims 

and gaining more knowledge about Islam.  

 While renovating the Islamic House physically we also want to help revive the 

youth, the community, and the essence of Islam. We want to provide an environment 

conducive to Islamic education, cultural enhancement and religious services. The Islamic 

House is unique in that it is in the heart of Seattle and the University of Washington 

(home to more than 40,000 students alone), which are two of the most diverse locations 

in the Northwest. As a result, we are able to introduce Islam, its culture and its heritage to 

the community at large, and, insha’allah, we can partake in dialogues with other faiths in 

order to promote interfaith understanding and accommodation. As renovation comes 

underway we are simultaneously taking steps in order to build a stronger American 

Islamic Community, and although such an undertaking is not easy and requires ambition, 

diligence and persistence. Insha’allah, with the continued support of our fellow brothers 

and sisters we will be able to accomplish our vision and create an environment that helps 

foster knowledge about Islam and motivate the new generation of Muslims. 

XI. CONCLUSION 

The Islamic House Committee and the MSA Executive Board would first and 

foremost like to thank Allah for the success of this project. It is only through His grace, 

mercy and tawfiq1 that the ideal people were brought together to make the Islamic House 

a place of worship, brotherhood, sisterhood, learning, and upliftment. As a result of the 

fusion of these qualities the Islamic House provides an Islamic environment that unites 

the youth and the community together. We would also like to thank the donors who have 

graciously donated their time, money and effort to ensure that the Islamic House grows 

and prospers to become an integral part of the Seattle Muslim community. We realize 

that we have shortcomings and any good which has come from the Islamic House is 

surely from Allah, as He states in the Quran, "Verily He created you and everything that 

you do" (Chapter 37, Verse 96). 

 We humbly ask everyone reading this report to make dua2 for the success of the 

Islamic House. In the years of remodeling and construction, the Islamic House has 

brought people together in the strongest way possible. We have faced many hardships 

and obstacles, but through the grace of Allah we remained united and overcame all the 

hurdles placed before us.
